PATIENT: Christopher Coleman

DATE(F EXAM: 1/12/76

HISTORY: This child was born to a 26 year old para VI mother after 37 F/2
weeks gestation period. The mother was hospitalized in the 7th month of
gestation for pre-eclampsia and wrinary tract infection. The pregnancy was
identified to be a twin pregnancy. During labor the cord of the twin #1,
who is the patient, prolapsed and the mother was prepared for C—section
delivery. However, the cervix was completely dilated and the child was
delivered vaginally. At birth the Apgar was 1-4 and the child had no
sustained respiration-for 15 minutes despite vigorous resuscitabive efforts.

Phe child was transferred to the nursery not breathing spontanecusly. However, he
started to breath spontancously within the first day and no respirator was

regquired after that. The child's birth weight was 5 pounds 6 oz. In the nursery,
the child was hypotonic and had limited sucking activity. He remained in the nursery

for one month. His course was complicated by seizures requiring Phenobarbital
and Dilantin.

The discharge diagnosis on 11/13/73 was probable central nervous system damage
secondary to hypoxia and seizures secondary to this central nervous system
disorder. The mother brought the child back to the hospital at 3 months of age
because the child was not gaining weight adeguately. The child was worked

up at the EKIMH Clinic and was apparently teold at that time that her child was
failing to thrive because he had severe central nervous system damage and that
nothing further could be done. Since then the ¢hild has had episodes of

. Femperature for which no gserious illness could be found. The child had severcly
retarded motor development and was referred to the SEARCH center for fellowup.
The mother said she had continued to take the child to the SEARCH center and has
now been referred to the Gonsles Center for further followup. The child is no
Ionger on seizure medication and has not been having any seizures.

The mother has 6 otherchildren. There is 5 12,711, 9, 8, 5 and 2 year old sibling
all doing well with no problems. The ? year old girl, who is the twin of
Christopher, now weighs 35 pounds and has been walking since 9 months of age.

She iIs apparently devela;:r'ing perfectiy normaliy,

FHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Head Circumference: 17 1/2 inches

Height: 81 cm.

Weight: 15 pounds, 8§ ounces

HEENT: WML

Chest: Clear with normal breath sounds

Heart: Regular sinus rhythm with no murmurs heard

Abdomen: Soft

Neuro: The child's tone was fair., He had 1-2+ deep tendon reflexes. The child
had poor head control. He did not sit, sttod with support poorly, did
not reach for objects but did respond to the mother's voice.



IMPRESSION:
1) Severe mental retardation secondary to birth anoxia

2) Failure to thrive secondary to severe mental retardation

PLAN :

Continue followup by group for mentally retarded children. This child may
very woll need permanent placement in the future. No further workup is
necessary for growth failure. This can easily be attributable to his severe
mental retardation.
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
